Maintenance & Stormwater: 
Details sending out RFP (Summer 2015)
This will include "Outsourcing" garbage pickup and the need to launch campaign to go "Green" for the City of Stockbridge. Staffing Levels: Staffing reduced by 20% Stormwater staff down from 3 to 2.
2015 Budget includes mini excavator for the Stormwater Program.

LMIG...there will be 10 City Roads paved- 3 miles of total length. The bid will go out in May.  D.O.T budget is $ 182,678 with DOT funding. The City will spend approximately $ 85,000.00 in matched funds. (Mr. Walter, Public Works Director, is to provide a list if the roads to be paved).
Interesting facts that came out if the meeting; there are approximately 80 miles of paved roads in the City with only a dozen with the rating of Very Poor.

Wastewater:
Discussed wad The Willow Springs Pump Station. The pump will be replaced and start up estimated to be 12/31/15. The City received the Gold Award for perfect. NPDES permit compliance. The Georgia Association of Water Professionals will present this award in May 2015. The City has 11 Pump Stations.
Water:
RFP for Water Meter Replacement will be issued within 90 days. This is a SPLOST IV Project. A meeting will be set up within the month of April regarding land owned by Fayette County where 2 proposed groundwater source wells will be located. This is also a SPLOST IV Project.
Accolades were given to the prior administration for applying SPLOST revenue into the Public Works Department for infrastructure.
Next meeting for Public Works in the 2nd quarter TBD.
