How do I qualify to participate? 
 

First, complete and return the Small Business Saturday Participation Form to the 

Stockbridge Main Street Program Office at Stockbridge City Hall (4640 N. Henry 

Blvd.), by email:  mainstreet@cityofstockbridge-ga.gov, regular mail, or hand delivery. 

Businesses DO NOT have to accept American Express Card transactions to participate. 
 

Submission Deadline: Monday, November 12th! 
 

Additional forms can be picked up at Stockbridge City Hall, retrieved from the City of 

Stockbridge website (www.cityofstockbridge.com), or requested from the Stockbridge 

Main Street Program Office at mainstreet@cityofstockbridge-ga.gov. There is no charge 

to the participating business.  However, each participating business must have a current 

business license and is asked to contribute a gift item or certificate ($25 or more value) 

for the Stockbridge Small Business Saturday Prize Pack.  The winner of the Prize Pack 

will be announced Friday, November 30th on the Main Street Facebook page and on the 

City’s website:  www.cityofstockbridge.com. 

 

Second, plan to attend the Stockbridge Small Business Saturday Idea Smash on 

Thursday, November 8th at 6:30 p.m. at City Hall (4640 N. Henry Blvd. – Downtown
